Jazz Adtists Play Earth Day Celebration - More Info

Antoniuk is not the first bandleader to celebrate Earth Day with music. Decades ago Paul
Winter was inspired by the sounds of whales and wolves and wove them into his music.
His landmark albums suggest the importance of stewardship in protecting the earth and
its creatures.

An award winning composer and performer, Antoniuk attended grade school in Nigeria
and graduated from the famed jazz program at North Texas University with two master’s
degrees. He teaches at Towson State University. About his playing, Washington Post
music critic Mike Joyce wrote: “...Style and substance - what a concept!” Stellar musicians
accompany him in this concert including Northern Virginians pianist Wade Beach and
drummer Tony Martucci, and Maryland Bassist Tom Baldwin.

One of the tunes featured is Charles Lloyd’s “Forest Flower.” A “tree hugger” of the best
kind, Lloyd lived in Big Sur for much of his life, composing music that was spiritual and
spirited. He made history as the first major jazz artist to take jazz music behind the Iron
Curtain to the former Soviet Union.

Also on the program is “On the Trail,” by Ferde Grofe. Written as a movement in the
orchestral suite, “Grand Canyon,” the piece was used in a 1933 cowboy film and recorded
as a jazz tune by Joe Henderson.

Antoniuk and his group pay tribute to Winter by performing his theme song “Icarus,” (a
Ralph Towner composition) along with originals like West African influenced “Global
Village” and the reggae to swing tune, “Rain.” The latter tunes preview the Jazz Update’s
forthcoming CD, slated for release this summer.
